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Abstract

International partnerships have historically been a cornerstone of space exploration. From early part-
nerships on science missions, to the Apollo-Soyuz Test Project, to the U.S.-Canada Space Shuttle part-
nership, and onto the myriad intergovernmental agreements that govern the flagship International Space
Station program, international partnerships are a driving force behind successful spaceflight programs.
Today, NASA is developing human spaceflight missions that go beyond the low Earth orbit of the ISS.
